In 1626, Sir Henry Vane the Elder purchased 

Raby and the Castle has remained in the Vane family ever since. Every 

room in Raby Castle, from the magnificent Barons' Hall, where 700 

knights gathered to plot the 'Rising of the North', to the Mediaeval Kitchen 

which was used until 1954, gives an insight to life throughout the ages.
